Openid Addon for Aspdotnetstorefront – 

1. Our client wants us to create an OpenID Authentication support for AspdotnetStorefront, preferably as an addon.
2. This means adding an additional text box in the Signin/Login page that would allow the user to enter the OpenId,  and changing code in Signin.aspx.cs.
However, our Customer wants us to make the addon in a way that won’t break the application when they upgrade to new versions on AspdotnetStoreFront in the future.
For Example – If the code is modified to incorporate OpenID support in the signin page, that signin page code (i.e DLL) will probably be overwritten when AspdotnetStoreFront is upgraded in the future.

3. So we proposed a solution where OpenID support for AspdotnetStorefront will be implemented as a new project in AspdotnetStorefront. (Images below)
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This will create a new DLL just for the Openid project. The original Storefront DLLs will remain unchanged. Note we imported the signin.aspx page and some dependencies in the new project.
The signin page and its codebehind is the same that is used in AspdotnetStorefront. Only the namespace is different.

Now when we run the new Openid application (with signin.aspx as default page), the following error is displayed –
