Personalization Options for AllBibles.com

1. We want an easy way to tag a product that can accept one of three personalization options and from one to three lines of customer-entered text (perhaps by selecting customized product.xml.config packages in ASPDNSF or adding a logical field)

2. Personalization options for a qualifying product would include:

a. No personalization

b. Personalization in Script Lettering

c. Personalization in Block Lettering

d. And then customer entered text if they choose to personalize it (up to 25 characters and spaces per line). Products with this option should be able to be easily configured to accept one of the following:
i. One line only of customer-entered text (25 characters max)
ii. Up to two lines of text

iii. Up to three lines of text

3. Ideally, personalization should be configurable as a non-inventoried product/service via the Admin console in ASPDNSF so that volume pricing and/or promotional pricing can be applied. So when the customer adds a personalized item to cart, they actually add two items: the product to be personalized, and the personalization service.
Logic behind All Bibles personalization:
Currently when a personalized product is ordered through our Everest e-commerce package and appears in the Everest ERP backend and the sales order detail table in the Everest MS SQL database, the personalization options appear in the product line item custom fields: 

Everest Field Name

CUSTCHAR1 = the letter style: Block or Script
CUSTCHAR2 = First line of customer-entered text
CUSTCHAR3 = Second line
CUSTCHAR4 = Third line
The personalization non-inventoried item/service appears on the line directly under the personalized product and handles the pricing: $X.XX for each line of customer-entered text, and the quantity on this non-inventoried item/service reflects the number of lines of customer-entered text, whether one, two or three times the money.
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We would like for ASPDNSF to store the personalization options in the sales order database table in such s way that it will import correctly into our Everest backend software. This could be done by storing information in the Orders_ShoppingCart table using the product fields ChosenColor, ChosenSize TextOption and/or ExtensionData, for example. Also, it would be ideal that a line item would appear directly under the personalized product with the charges for personalization (so much per line). 

When a kit is setup with customer-entered text options in ASPDNSF, an “edit” link appears next to the item when viewing the cart page. This would be an ideal addition. That way a customer could edit the item if they’ve made a mistake or want to make a change.

Additionally, either both items (the personalized product and the personalization service) should disappear when either is deleted from the cart; or, preferably, if just the personalization service is deleted by the shopper, the options and text associated with the product should delete as well while the product stays in the cart.
